Carefully check each lid operation to ensurethey do not rub or snag on the seats which may
result in damageto the seat.

(Drilling a
smaller pilot hole is helpful)

12. It is recommended to use silicone sealant in amgshdrilled in the vehicle to prevent rusting.
13. Fasten down the box using the hardware provideat. §Ecurity, it is best to insert the bolts frordameath the vehicle.)
